« Provence Promotion was the genuine starting point  
for our Cap 2010 development project »  

 
The site of Mirion Technologies SA (MGPI), an ex-subsidiary of Merlin Gérin installed in Lamanon 
and specialised in the field of measurement and control of ionising radiation, has entered a development 
phase with the creation of new infrastructures capable of supporting its growth. Explanations by 
Bruno Morel, Director of Operations at Mirion Technologies SA (MGPI) in Lamanon.

Bruno Morel  : The Mirion Technologies Group offers international solutions with the objective of protecting 
men, property and the environment against nuclear and radiological risks.  This Group of 850 persons is  
composed of five divisions (Health Physics, Radiation Monitoring Systems, Dosimetry Services, Imaging  
Systems and Sensing Systems) that offer a wide range of products to its customers including nuclear power 
stations, defence (civil and military) and medical customers.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The Mirion Technologies SA (MGPI) Company is a former subsidiary of the Merlin Gerin Group that now  
employs more than 300 persons, and it has been located on the Lamanon site since 1955.  The Group has a 
number of sites, and this is its most important. 
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> Why will new infrastructures be created shortly in Lamanon ?  
 

Bruno Morel  : The revival of the nuclear industry will generate strong growth in our activity during the next 
few years.  Obviously all sectors of the company are concerned, but more particularly our Research and  
Development activity for which we plan to recruit 45 persons.  Production must also increase its capacity to 
handle new projects.  The 2 sites in Lamanon are no longer sufficient to handle this increased need for  
capacity.  Therefore, we initiated the CAP 2010 project a year ago, and as its name suggests, this project will 
help our company to pass a strategic step.  This is another opportunity to improve the Companyôs brand  
image by offering it a new head office, worthy of a High Tech and innovative company recognised for the 
quality of its products.
